1. BOOKINGS: All bookings must be made directly with the stud by completing and forwarding the attached booking form.  A $100 non-refundable deposit is applicable and payment must accompany the booking form.  Service fees must be paid in full before semen is collected or sent.

2. COLLECTION COSTS: In addition to the service fee, a fee of approximately $150 is payable for the collection of the semen.

3. TRANSPORT COSTS: All transport costs of semen and return of the transport container are the responsibility of the mare owner.

4. PROCEDURE FOR SUCCESSFUL A.I.: Make sure the mare has a cervical swab to ensure that she has no uterine infection and have your Vet check she will be a likely breeder.  Your Vet should call the Gisborne Veterinary Clinic on (03) 542 2805 and confer with Dr Rohan Luxmore to ensure he/she is familiar with the correct procedure for A.I. with chilled semen.

We require an approximate insemination date when filling in this form.  We then require at least 24-48 hours notice of when you are likely to need the semen.  Please ensure that you collect the semen promptly from the airport, or stud, and that your Vet is on standby ready to inseminate your mare as soon as possible.  Please note, chilled semen only lasts approximately 48 hours from the time of collection from the stallion.  Insemination is desirable within the first 24 hours.

Follow up the procedure with your Vet.  If possible the mare should be scanned or manually pregnancy tested at 16 days.  If the mare is definitely not in foal, the procedure should be repeated as soon as possible.  If the mare tests in foal, she should be tested again at 42 days.

5. LIVE FOAL GUARANTEE: A free return service will be given to mares which are tested empty at the end of the season.  The original or a substitute mare may be used.  For mares tested pregnant at 42 days,, a free return will only be given if the owner notifies the stud immediately the mare is found to be empty or if the resultant foal does not survive the first 28 days.  A Veterinary Certificate must be forwarded to the stud to verify the same.  The free return must be taken up within the next two seasons.  All veterinary and agistment expenses will be the mare owner’s responsibility.  A $100 handling fee is applied on all free returns.

6. SERVICE CERTIFICATES: When your mare is tested in foal at 42 days, a certificate is required from your Vet.  On receiving the certificate we will then send a service certificate to you, which enables the foal to be registered with the A.W.H.A.
